Sicks was elected Vice Chairman and Judy Beehler will remain as
Secretary. Also, Olympic announced they are in the process of out-
fitting their new rescue truck.

Errington attended the national Mountain Rescue Association (MRA)
meeting recently held in Boise. They report that Seattle MRC was
given the full support of the conference delegates regarding our
current position on body recoveries within the State of Washington
(see Bergtrage #104).

During the regional reports it was stated that the military may
be completely pulling out of mountain rescue type activities in Alaska.
This could have very interesting and far reaching effects if it does
occur. The Rocky Mtn. region recorded an "average" year in Colorado
with over 100 missions to date. Many of the Rocky Mtn. units are very
busy with some rescue members participating in 30 or more missions a year.
