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Paul Williams--—--- 1925 to 2005

Paul Williams passed away on December 21, 2005 at the age of 80. Paul was a past Chairman of Seattle
Mountain Rescue and was the fourth elected Chairman of the organization. He was instrumental for setting up Seattle
Mountain Rescue and wrote a guide for dealing with mountain accidents for Mountain Rescue purposes. Paul had
been active in mountain climbing until he was 60 years old but still participated in Seattle Mountain Rescue some 10
years longer. His son, Brian, has also been an active Seattle Mountain Rescue member and was elected chairman in
the year 2000 and was the seventeenth Chairman,

In the July 2001 issue of the Bergtrage, Brian remembers his Dad as follows:

“I remembered how my Dad would hastily pack his rucksack or his old Kelty frame pack, strap the vinyl/canvas
Mountain Rescue logo to his car, then roar off to the mountains. He would be joined along the way by other
committed responders including Ome Daiber and Otto Trott, among many others, to assist yet another hapless back-
country traveler or climber in need. Those guys seemed larger than life to me back then and I was proud of them as
could be.”

Al Errington, also a past Chairman of Seattle Mountain Rescue also has found memories of Paul as quoted
from the December 2002 issue of the Berglrage:

“Al became Rescue Chairman in the mid 70's and Chairman from 1976 to 1980. Al's primary mentors during
these years were George Sainsbury and Paul Williams. George provided endless instructions in the managing of
volunteer organizations while Paul was a consummate field operations leader. The sight of George and Paul wheeling
into a rescue base was a thing of beauty. The two of them would roll into the middle of a confused, directionless base,
convert it in to an efficient operation in minutes and leave in a cloud of dust.”

Paul was born in Cleveland and moved to Seattle when he was four and was in the Marines during World
War Two serving in the Pacific theatre of action. He was a lawyer, graduating from Gonzaga Law school with his law
practice in Edmonds and raised eight children. He did extensive climbing mostly in Oregon and Washington and also
climbed in South America and was active as a ski patroller at Stevens Pass. He climbed Mount Rainier nine times and
traveled to Turkey and the Arctic on non-climbing expeditions.

178t NE, Bellevue) at 1450 hrs just as the turnaround page was issued. Subject was found in good condition by twa
ESAR personnel. The subject was packaged in a litter and a raise executed by the ESAR Advance Team to get the
subject from her location up steep terrain to Base,

Timmy headed back to WSP-DHQ with the Expedition at 1530 hrs.

SMR was paged on 2-11-06 at 0120 hours for a technical rescue off the Mountain Loop Highway (Deer Creek).
Bring snowshoes and technical gear. Dan Perrakis, Gary Yngve and Steve Allen responded for SMR. Another page
was sent at 1010 hours that the mission had ended,

A report on TV said that a hiker on Mount Dickerman fell over a 500 foot cliff and called for help but could not
be found until some 4 or 5 hours later and by that time he was deceased.
