An ESAR party with 
Jon Wartes, Wes Cooper, Jeff Garber and Paul McAree came upon subject on Mt Si trail at about the 3,500’ 
level. Davis was Base O/L and sent litter with up the trail with Caley, Hartzell and McCall. A litter wheel and 
some extra clothing and stove and sleeping bag sent up with various teams of responders. The litter started 
down at 5:24 pm, planning on catching wheel down-trail.   From the SMR page at 3:08 pm, the first SMR 
team launched at 3:35 pm and arrived on scene at 4:59 pm. Litter started down at 5:24 pm, and all arrived 
at Base at 8:15 pm. Four ladies were hiking Mt Si, and one lady slipped on hard snow, then stumbled and 
had a possible fractured ankle/lower leg. She left Base with friends in private vehicle. (Report by Bill Davis)

At 6:30 pm on Mother’s Day, there was a callout for three lost hikers (2 men, 1 women) on Mailbox Peak 
and all three were reported to be in their 20’s. They did not have a map, compass or altimeter and were not 
prepared to spend the night out. It was beginning to rain. They reported by cell phone lthat they lost” the 
trail just at the snowline and also stated they “could hear I-90” and were following a stream down. 
Therefore, one base was set up with Gretchen Lenz at the usual trailhead just past Valley Camp and a 
second base at the Fire Training Center by Bill Davis in case they descended that direction.  
 
Team 1 consisted of Caley, McCall, Cooper and Rusho and they started up the usual trail on the north side. 
An ESAR team also started up this trail and another ESAR team from the Fire Training side. At 7:45 pm 
Caley reported they passed the way trail to the Fire Training Center at 2400’ and requested more 
information on the stream (dry or flowing) and when the lost hikers had stopped descending.  At 8:00 pm 
KC Deputy Barton got a GPS coordinate from Verizon from the lost hiker’s cell phone which suggested they 
were only ½ mile away. This was thought to be an error and probably the cell phone tower. At 8:10 pm, 
Barton made cell phone contact and asked what they could see. They reported seeing Mt. Si. The hikers 
were asked again about whether they heard I-90 and they realized that they heard the river. Also, they 
reported descending a “long way from the snow.”  The police car drove up the road and blared the siren. 
The lost hikers could hear the siren. At 8:10 pm voice contact was made with hikers. The lost hikers 
descended to the road in a very at 8:20 pm and were driven back to Base by the deputy. All SMR people 
back at base by 9:05 pm.

The 
bike rider struck his head on a tree during his fall and 
sustained other scrapes and bruises.Reports from the 
biker’s friends indicate that he may have lost consciousness 
after the accident and did not know what had happened.

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Eastside Fire and Rescue, along with Snoqualmie firefighters and the King County Search and Rescue team, 
helped to extract the mountain biker from the trail. Rescuers had to hike about a mile-and-a-half to the 
accident location. The biker was conscious when rescue workers arrived on the scene. The rescue workers 
transported the accident him on a stretcher to an ambulance where he victim was taken to a hospital for 
treatment. 
 
The initial response was by Eastside Fire & Rescue (ESFR) which was first on the scene sending two medics 
with a wheeled litter up the bike trail.  ESFR requested SAR assistance for a pack out and at 4:26 pm a 
page was sent out for SAR O/Ls to call Deputy Linde. The Base was south of Exit 27 near the old Winery.  At 
4:31 pm Chris Madden issued an ITOL page for SMR. First on the scene was Doug Caley followed by Farash 
with SMR-1 at 5:00 pm.  In the absence of the county deputy, Farash assumed duties as Incident 
Commander until Linde arrived at 5:30 pm. With detailed directions from the ESFR command post, Caley 
headed up the trail immediately to rendezvous with four ESFR medics who were already enroute to the 
Subject.  ESFR sent two medics up the bike trail to reach the Subject while the other two stayed at a trail 
junction with the litter.  Within a short time, Caley reached the two waiting medics and took the litter up the 
trail reaching the Subject within minutes.  In the meantime, additional SMR manpower arrived with 
Zabriskie, Anschell, Hartzell, Sullivan and Gerber heading up the trail with several ESAR responders. 
At 1745 pm, Base was informed that the litter with the Subject was heading down the trail and reached the 
Base within 50 minutes at 1835 pm and only a little more than 2 hours from the initial page. Subject's main 
injury appears to have been a fractured wrist with the possibility of a head concussion.  There was no major 
bleeding and Subject was fully conscious and responsive.

SMR was paged by King County at 8:34 PM. A hiker texted that he was “running late” on Annette Lake trail 
and had no flashlight and was unprepared to spend the night out. SMR was requested to run up the trail 
locate the hiker and assist him down. The Subject reported that he was “about an hour below Lake 
Annette,” which was estimated to put him around the 3000 foot level.   
 
Cooper and McCall formed a hasty team and headed up the trail at 9:40 pm.  The subject was located on 
the main trail at 10:10 pm at approximately 2800 feet elevation and 1.4 miles from the trailhead.  Despite 
being clothed in only a light synthetic t-shirt, hiking shorts and boots, the subject was relatively warm and 
in good condition.  He had complained of minor knee pain but was able to slowly walk out.  Along with one 
ESAR team member, Cooper and McCall arrived with the Subject at the trailhead at approximately 1050 pm 
where his wife was waiting for him. 
 
The Subject was asked how he got lost and why he was communicating via text.  He indicated that he had 
started from the Annette Lake trailhead at about 14:00 pm that evening.  He had never been on the trail 
before and did not have a map or compass, but had read about it in a book.  He reached Annette Lake trail 
at about 6:00 pm, stayed for awhile and tried to get back down before it got dark.  He got worried after not 
seeing any of the familiar landmarks along the trail which was still covered in compact snow, making his 
descent even slower.  He tried to trace his steps back to the lake, but he realized he was getting himself 
lost.  He tried to call his wife, but couldn’t get a connection.  He texted her and it went through.  He also 
texted his buddy, who called 911.  From there, he was able to text his approximate location and his 
condition to the Deputy. Without that capability, and without a headlamp, he would have probably been 
spending the night.

One of 
the hikers stayed with the injured party while the other hiked out to 38914 SE 59th Street for help. Base 
camp was set up at 38914 SE 59th Street. SAR teams hiked in by two different directions to get to the 
Subject. Some of the teams hiked north along the RR trail from base camp. The subject was in the ravine to

system was set up at the top of the ravine to extract the subject. The subject was then evacuated by litter 
to the north to SE Tokul Road. The subject was to the ambulance and all teams out of the field by midnight.

Eastside Fire & Rescue was called for a 20 year old lady with a knee injury approx 1.5 miles up the Mt Si 
trail. The lady was descending trail, and fell to ground. She heard her knee ‘pop’ and it began to swell 
behind the knee right away. Apparently ‘blew’ something in knee. One member of ESFR called on “511” for 
SAR to give a ‘heads up’ for their going on hiking trail. Davis heard RAD team and offered to be another 
‘hand’ on wheeled litter’. Davis and RAD team got to Mt Si T/H and integrated with Fire IC then headed up 
the trail to find out what they had. Team One, two RAd Team members and Davis reached Subject and 
prepared for transport. There were approximately 6-7 Fire at scene, too. The Fire wheel was flat, and after 
hassle pumping to get air in it, with weight, it went back down (flat). So, team decided to start on flat tire. 
Being it was one of those real thick, ‘smushy’ mountain bike tires, it wasn’t too bad. Initially we did not 
have any lines for ‘tag line’ on litter, so called for couple of 20 foot tag lines to come up trail. Also called for 
new wheel/tire. Car 77 brought two tag lines up trail. Got somebody to go to SMR truck (Blue) and get a 
wheel for Cascade wheel kit which we had on litter. Started that up trail, but by then, subject in litter was 
proceeding nicely on flat tire. Team two and team three met with descending litter. It was going real well, 
after litter personnel got the ‘hang of liter on trail’.  As subject litter passed ½ mile mark, Davis called Base 
for ‘Turn Around” of responding personnel. (Bill Davis report)

A hiker is dead after he fell off Rattlesnake Ledge near Iron Horse State Park 
just after noon Saturday, said King County Sheriff’s investigators. The man, 29 
years of age, was hiking with a female friend when he tried to climb down a 
rock face near the summit to reach a ledge below, said Detective Kathleen 
Decker with King County Sheriff’s Search and Rescue. “An eyewitness that 
actually saw him fall says he lost his footing at the very top,” Decker said, “So 

he would have fallen on that lower ledge, and then continued to go from that point over.” The man fell 
about 400 feet, said investigators. About 45 search and rescue workers were dispatched. A team found him 
on the ground below the tree line, already dead. Other crews were able to rig a rope line to safely guide the 
victim’s body back down onto the trail, said Captain Mitzi Johanknecht of the King County Sheriff's Dept. 
Investigators say preliminary reports indicate the fall was an accident.  
 
King County paged SAR at 12:58 pm with 
Yngve as Intown, meanwhile the King County 
RAD Team and a large group from ESAR that 
was training nearby at Little Si in North Bend 
responded after hearing the fire call. The first 
responders to reach the Subject were from 
Eastside Fire & Rescue and a team from the 
Seattle Watershed Protection who verified that 
the Subject was deceased.  Farash and Davis 
arrived with SMR-1 at 1:25 pm and Davis 
immediately headed up the trail to Rattlesnake 
Ledge alongside a number of ESAR members 
with Allen following with more ESAR members.  
After reaching the Ledge, Davis was able to 
scramble down about 500’ and by 3:20 pm 
met up with the ESFR and Watershed teams 
with the Subject. With the arrival of additional

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personnel, the Subject was placed in a litter at 4:43 pm and belayed down the steep tree-covered terrain  
reaching the trail at 5:35 pm where a wheel was attached to the litter.  By 6:30 pm all SMR were back at 
the trailhead and the mission was concluded after a debriefing.

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George Uchida George Uchida passed away on May 27th. He survived a fall off his 
rockery that included hitting his head on the driveway and breaking his 
arm on Memorial Day but succumbed to complications from the head 
injury in the hospital today, May 27th. 
  
I've known George for about 45 years since I was a scout in south 
Seattle. George joined ESAR in about 1967 and " MRC" in 1970. He 
served in the field and as an Operation Leader for both groups. I've got 
many stories to tell about him from our many years together in SAR 
and Sheppard. George had a great sense of humor and loved to tell and 
hear real corny jokes. I still called him up to tell him the latest.  
  

As a young man, George was interned with his family during WWII and enlisted in the 
famous Nisei 442nd Infantry Regiment at age 21 in 1945. There he was chosen to be in 
military intelligence because of schooling in Japanese language. This led him to more 
language school and the rank of master sergeant near the Korean border. This was 
actually a cover for some revealing conversations with retreating Japanese soldiers and 
drives into North Korea before the Korean War broke out to gather information on the 
Chinese. Many, including George, would consider him as nothing less a than a good ol' 
military spy. He said he had the best job in the army. He had his own jeep, a driver, no 
insignia, no inspections and his own schedule.  But that was 64 years ago.
